Winter washing
White gold in the cold

hen my wife Sherry

and | opened our car

wash site two and a
half years ago, there was nothing
that caught us off guard when it
came to our site during the
winter months.

Winter car washing is the most lucrative
time for our car wash, The Great Canadian
0Oil Change and Touchless Car Wash in
Prince George, BC. It's a huge part of our
business; it’s massive in fact. Winter is a
good thing up here because it gets cars dirt-
ier more frequently. Prince George uses salt
as a de-icing agent, and most people are
paranoid about salt.

Now each community is going to be dif-
ferent, but in our climate we go through a
transition of relatively warm winter tempera-
tures. When it’s -5 C, the roads can get a bit
sloppy. When it’s -15 C, it’s a perfect wash
day and cars are going to be lined up all day.
Cars are going to stay clean, and they’re not
going to get splashed because the streets are
frozen dry.

There are about 10 to 12 days in the win-
ter where we have to close our shop because

the cold can damage the equipment. We
also have to look out for the customers and
their cars, which could freeze because of
water going into the door locks. If it’s -20 C
and sunny, then we can remain open, but if
it’s -20 C and cloudy, then we have to close.
The reason for this is that it’s warmer in the
sun than when it’s cloudy.

To make sure nothing happens, we have
sensors that tell us if our doors remain open
for more than five minutes. If they are open,
we get a call from our security company to

alert us to the problem.

To be prepared for winter, we suggest you
get door sensors, a video surveillance system
so staff can monitor the wash bays, and
heated entrance and exit pads. Also keep the
point-of-sale stations away from your doors
because if there is a breeze, then the water
could reach them and freeze.

You also have to have the confidence and
the maturity to shut the place [down] when it
gets too cold. If it’s too cold, it’s too cold. It’s
as simple as that. OCTANE
